Lessons for May 2nd, 2010 – Fifth Sunday in Easter 

First Lesson – Acts 11:1-18 

1 Now the apostles and the believers who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had 
also accepted the word of God. 2 So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the 
circumcised believers criticized him, 3 saying, "Why did you go to uncircumcised 
men and eat with them?" 4 Then Peter began to explain it to them, step by step, 
saying, 5 "I was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a trance I saw a vision. There 
was something like a large sheet coming down from heaven, being lowered by its 
four corners; and it came close to me. 6 As I looked at it closely I saw four-footed 
animals, beasts of prey, reptiles, and birds of the air. 7 I also heard a voice saying 
to me, 'Get up, Peter; kill and eat.' 8 But I replied, 'By no means, Lord; for nothing 
profane or unclean has ever entered my mouth.' 9 But a second time the voice 
answered from heaven, 'What God has made clean, you must not call profane.' 
10 This happened three times; then everything was pulled up again to heaven. 11 At 
that very moment three men, sent to me from Caesarea, arrived at the house where 
we were. 12 The Spirit told me to go with them and not to make a distinction 
between them and us. These six brothers also accompanied me, and we entered the 
man's house. 13 He told us how he had seen the angel standing in his house and 
saying, 'Send to Joppa and bring Simon, who is called Peter; 14 he will give you a 
message by which you and your entire household will be saved.' 15 And as I began 
to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them just as it had upon us at the beginning. 
16 And I remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said, 'John baptized with 
water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.' 17 If then God gave them the 
same gift that he gave us when we believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I 
that I could hinder God?" 18 When they heard this, they were silenced. And they 
praised God, saying, "Then God has given even to the Gentiles the repentance that 
leads to life." (NRSV)

12 Young men and women alike,  
 old and young together!  
13 Let them praise the name of the LORD, for his name alone is exalted;  
 his glory is above earth and heaven.  
14 He has raised up a horn for his people, praise for all his faithful,  
 for the people of Israel who are close to him. Praise the LORD!  
 

Second Lesson – Revelation 21: 1-6 

1 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away, and the sea was no more. 2 And I saw the holy city, the new 
Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for 
her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, "See, the home of 
God is among mortals. He will dwell with them; they will be his peoples, and God 
himself will be with them; 4 he will wipe every tear from their eyes. Death will be 
no more; mourning and crying and pain will be no more, for the first things have 



passed away." 5 And the one who was seated on the throne said, "See, I am making 
all things new." Also he said, "Write this, for these words are trustworthy and 
true." 6 Then he said to me, "It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the 
beginning and the end. To the thirsty I will give water as a gift from the spring of 
the water of life. (NRSV) 

 

The Gospel – John 13:31-35 

31 When he had gone out, Jesus said, "Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and 
God has been glorified in him. 32 If God has been glorified in him, God will also 
glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. 33 Little children, I am with 
you only a little longer. You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so now I 
say to you, 'Where I am going, you cannot come.' 34 I give you a new 
commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also 
should love one another. 35 By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, 
if you have love for one another." (NRSV) 

 



Lessons for May 9th, 2010 – Sixth Sunday in Easter 

First Lesson – Acts 16:9-15 

9 During the night Paul had a vision: there stood a man of Macedonia pleading 
with him and saying, "Come over to Macedonia and help us." 10 When he had 
seen the vision, we immediately tried to cross over to Macedonia, being convinced 
that God had called us to proclaim the good news to them. 11 We set sail from 
Troas and took a straight course to Samothrace, the following day to Neapolis, 
12 and from there to Philippi, which is a leading city of the district of Macedonia 
and a Roman colony. We remained in this city for some days. 13 On the sabbath 
day we went outside the gate by the river, where we supposed there was a place of 
prayer; and we sat down and spoke to the women who had gathered there. 14 A 
certain woman named Lydia, a worshiper of God, was listening to us; she was 
from the city of Thyatira and a dealer in purple cloth. The Lord opened her heart to 
listen eagerly to what was said by Paul. 15 When she and her household were 
baptized, she urged us, saying, "If you have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, 
come and stay at my home." And she prevailed upon us. (NRSV)

Second Lesson – Revelation 21:10, 22-27; Revelation 22:1-5 
 
10 And in the spirit he carried me away to a great, high mountain and showed me 
the holy city Jerusalem coming down out of heaven from God. 22 I saw no temple 
in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb. 23 And the 
city has no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for the glory of God is its light, and 
its lamp is the Lamb. 24 The nations will walk by its light, and the kings of the 
earth will bring their glory into it. 25 Its gates will never be shut by day—and there 
will be no night there. 26 People will bring into it the glory and the honor of the 
nations. 27 But nothing unclean will enter it, nor anyone who practices 
abomination or falsehood, but only those who are written in the Lamb's book of 
life. 1 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, 
flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb 2 through the middle of the street 
of the city. On either side of the river is the tree of life with its twelve kinds of 
fruit, producing its fruit each month; and the leaves of the tree are for the healing 
of the nations. 3 Nothing accursed will be found there any more. But the throne of 
God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him; 4 they will 
see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. 5 And there will be no more 
night; they need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and 
they will reign forever and ever. (NRSV) 

 

The Gospel – John 14:23-29 

23 Jesus answered him, "Those who love me will keep my word, and my Father 
will love them, and we will come to them and make our home with them. 
24 Whoever does not love me does not keep my words; and the word that you hear 
is not mine, but is from the Father who sent me. 25 "I have said these things to you 
while I am still with you. 26 But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father 
will send in my name, will teach you everything, and remind you of all that I have 
said to you. 27 Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give to you 
as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them be 
afraid. 28 You heard me say to you, 'I am going away, and I am coming to you.' If 
you loved me, you would rejoice that I am going to the Father, because the Father 
is greater than I. 29 And now I have told you this before it occurs, so that when it 
does occur, you may believe. John 14:23-29 (NRSV) 



Lessons for (Thursday) May 13th, 2010 – Ascension of Our Lord 

First Lesson – Acts 1:1-11 

1 In the first book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from the 
beginning 2 until the day when he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions 
through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. 3 After his suffering 
he presented himself alive to them by many convincing proofs, appearing to them 
during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. 4 While staying with 
them, he ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise of 
the Father. "This," he said, "is what you have heard from me; 5 for John baptized 
with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from 
now." 6 So when they had come together, they asked him, "Lord, is this the time 
when you will restore the kingdom to Israel?" 7 He replied, "It is not for you to 
know the times or periods that the Father has set by his own authority. 8 But you 
will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will be my 
witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." 
9 When he had said this, as they were watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took 
him out of their sight. 10 While he was going and they were gazing up toward 
heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood by them. 11 They said, "Men of 
Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been 
taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into 
heaven." (NRSV) 

 

Psalm 47 

1 Clap your hands, all you peoples;  
 shout to God with loud songs of joy.  
2 For the Lord, the Most High, is awesome,  
 a great king over all the earth.  
3 He subdued peoples under us,  
 and nations under our feet.  
4 He chose our heritage for us,  
 the pride of Jacob whom he loves. Selah  
5 God has gone up with a shout,  
 the Lord with the sound of a trumpet.  
6 Sing praises to God, sing praises;  
 sing praises to our King, sing praises.  
7 For God is the king of all the earth;  



 sing praises with a psalm.  
8 God is king over the nations;  
 God sits on his holy throne.  
9 The princes of the peoples gather as the people of the God of Abraham.  
 For the shields of the earth belong to God; he is highly exalted.  
 
 
Second Lesson – Ephesians 1:15-23 

15 I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love toward all the saints, 
and for this reason 16 I do not cease to give thanks for you as I remember you in 
my prayers. 17 I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, 
may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, 18 so 
that, with the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to 
which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the 
saints, 19 and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power for us who believe, 
according to the working of his great power. 20 God put this power to work in 
Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the 
heavenly places, 21 far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and 
above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the age to come. 
22 And he has put all things under his feet and has made him the head over all 
things for the church, 23 which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all. 
(NRSV) 

 

The Gospel – Luke 24:44-53 

44 Then he said to them, "These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still 
with you—that everything written about me in the law of Moses, the prophets, and 
the psalms must be fulfilled." 45 Then he opened their minds to understand the 
scriptures, 46 and he said to them, "Thus it is written, that the Messiah is to suffer 
and to rise from the dead on the third day, 47 and that repentance and forgiveness 
of sins is to be proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 
48 You are witnesses of these things. 49 And see, I am sending upon you what my 
Father promised; so stay here in the city until you have been clothed with power 
from on high." 50 Then he led them out as far as Bethany, and, lifting up his hands, 
he blessed them. 51 While he was blessing them, he withdrew from them and was 
carried up into heaven. 52 And they worshiped him, and returned to Jerusalem with 
great joy; 53 and they were continually in the temple blessing God.  



Lessons for May 16th, 2010 – Seventh Sunday in Easter 

First Lesson – Acts 16:16-34 

16 One day, as we were going to the place of prayer, we met a slave-girl who had a 
spirit of divination and brought her owners a great deal of money by fortune-
telling. 17 While she followed Paul and us, she would cry out, "These men are 
slaves of the Most High God, who proclaim to you a way of salvation." 18 She kept 
doing this for many days. But Paul, very much annoyed, turned and said to the 
spirit, "I order you in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her." And it came out 
that very hour. 19 But when her owners saw that their hope of making money was 
gone, they seized Paul and Silas and dragged them into the marketplace before the 
authorities. 20 When they had brought them before the magistrates, they said, 
"These men are disturbing our city; they are Jews 21 and are advocating customs 
that are not lawful for us as Romans to adopt or observe." 22 The crowd joined in 
attacking them, and the magistrates had them stripped of their clothing and ordered 
them to be beaten with rods. 23 After they had given them a severe flogging, they 
threw them into prison and ordered the jailer to keep them securely. 24 Following 
these instructions, he put them in the innermost cell and fastened their feet in the 
stocks. 25 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, 
and the prisoners were listening to them. 26 Suddenly there was an earthquake, so 
violent that the foundations of the prison were shaken; and immediately all the 
doors were opened and everyone's chains were unfastened. 27 When the jailer 
woke up and saw the prison doors wide open, he drew his sword and was about to 
kill himself, since he supposed that the prisoners had escaped. 28 But Paul shouted 
in a loud voice, "Do not harm yourself, for we are all here." 29 The jailer called for 
lights, and rushing in, he fell down trembling before Paul and Silas. 30 Then he 
brought them outside and said, "Sirs, what must I do to be saved?" 31 They 
answered, "Believe on the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your 
household." 32 They spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all who were in his 
house. 33 At the same hour of the night he took them and washed their wounds; 
then he and his entire family were baptized without delay. 34 He brought them up 
into the house and set food before them; and he and his entire household rejoiced 
that he had become a believer in God. (NRSV) 

 

Psalm 97 

1 The LORD is king! Let the earth rejoice;  
 let the many coastlands be glad!  



2 Clouds and thick darkness are all around him;  
 righteousness and justice are the foundation of his throne.  
3 Fire goes before him,  
 and consumes his adversaries on every side.

11 Light dawns for the righteous,  
 and joy for the upright in heart.  
12 Rejoice in the LORD, O you righteous,  
 and give thanks to his holy name! (NRSV) 
 
Second Lesson – Revelations 22:12-14, 16-17, 20-21 

12 "See, I am coming soon; my reward is with me, to repay according to everyone's 
work. 13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and 
the end." 14 Blessed are those who wash their robes, so that they will have the right 
to the tree of life and may enter the city by the gates. 16 "It is I, Jesus, who sent my 
angel to you with this testimony for the churches. I am the root and the descendant 
of David, the bright morning star."  
17 The Spirit and the bride say, "Come." And let everyone who hears say, "Come." 
And let everyone who is thirsty come. Let anyone who wishes take the water of 
life as a gift. 20 The one who testifies to these things says, "Surely I am coming 
soon." Amen. Come, Lord Jesus! 21 The grace of the Lord Jesus be with all the 
saints. Amen. (NRSV) 



The Gospel – John 17:20-26 

20 [Jesus said] "I ask not only on behalf of these, but also on behalf of those who 
will believe in me through their word, 21 that they may all be one. As you, Father, 
are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us, so that the world may believe 
that you have sent me. 22 The glory that you have given me I have given them, so 
that they may be one, as we are one, 23 I in them and you in me, that they may 
become completely one, so that the world may know that you have sent me and 
have loved them even as you have loved me. 24 Father, I desire that those also, 
whom you have given me, may be with me where I am, to see my glory, which you 
have given me because you loved me before the foundation of the world. 
25 "Righteous Father, the world does not know you, but I know you; and these 
know that you have sent me. 26 I made your name known to them, and I will make 
it known, so that the love with which you have loved me may be in them, and I in 
them." (NRSV) 

 



Lessons for May 23rd, 2010 – Day of Pentecost 

First Lesson – Acts 2:1-21 

1 When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place. 2 And 
suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it 
filled the entire house where they were sitting. 3 Divided tongues, as of fire, 
appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. 4 All of them were 
filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave 
them ability. 5 Now there were devout Jews from every nation under heaven living 
in Jerusalem. 6 And at this sound the crowd gathered and was bewildered, because 
each one heard them speaking in the native language of each. 7 Amazed and 
astonished, they asked, "Are not all these who are speaking Galileans? 8 And how 
is it that we hear, each of us, in our own native language? 9 Parthians, Medes, 
Elamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 
10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya belonging to Cyrene, and 
visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, 11 Cretans and Arabs—in our own 
languages we hear them speaking about God's deeds of power." 12 All were 
amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, "What does this mean?" 13 But 
others sneered and said, "They are filled with new wine." 14 But Peter, standing 
with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, "Men of Judea and all who 
live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what I say. 15 Indeed, 
these are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only nine o'clock in the morning. 
16 No, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel: 17 'In the last days it will 
be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, and your sons and 
your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old 
men shall dream dreams. 18 Even upon my slaves, both men and women, in those 
days I will pour out my Spirit; and they shall prophesy. 19 And I will show 
portents in the heaven above and signs on the earth below, blood, and fire, and 
smoky mist. 20 The sun shall be turned to darkness and the moon to blood, before 
the coming of the Lord's great and glorious day. 21 Then everyone who calls on 
the name of the Lord shall be saved.' (NRSV) 



Psalm 104:24-34, 35b 

24 O LORD, how manifold are your works! In wisdom you have made them all;  
 the earth is full of your creatures.  
25 Yonder is the sea, great and wide, creeping things innumerable are there,  
 living things both small and great.  
26 There go the ships,  
 and Leviathan that you formed to sport in it.  
27 These all look to you  
 to give them their food in due season;  
28 when you give to them, they gather it up;  
 when you open your hand, they are filled with good things.  
29 When you hide your face, they are dismayed;  
 when you take away their breath, they die and return to their dust.  
30 When you send forth your spirit, they are created;  
 and you renew the face of the ground.  
31 May the glory of the LORD endure forever;  
 may the LORD rejoice in his works—  
32 who looks on the earth and it trembles,  
 who touches the mountains and they smoke.  
33 I will sing to the LORD as long as I live;  
 I will sing praise to my God while I have being.  
34 May my meditation be pleasing to him,  
 for I rejoice in the LORD.  
35b Bless the LORD, O my soul.  
 Praise the LORD!  
 
Second Lesson – Romans 8:14-17 

14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. 15 For you did not 
receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received a spirit of 
adoption. When we cry, "Abba! Father!" 16 it is that very Spirit bearing witness 
with our spirit that we are children of God, 17 and if children, then heirs, heirs of 
God and joint heirs with Christ—if, in fact, we suffer with him so that we may also 
be glorified with him. (NRSV) 



The Gospel – John 14:8-17 [25-27] 

8 Philip said to him, "Lord, show us the Father, and we will be satisfied." 9 Jesus 
said to him, "Have I been with you all this time, Philip, and you still do not know 
me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the 
Father'? 10 Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? The 
words that I say to you I do not speak on my own; but the Father who dwells in me 
does his works. 11 Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; but if 
you do not, then believe me because of the works themselves. 12 Very truly, I tell 
you, the one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will 
do greater works than these, because I am going to the Father. 13 I will do 
whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If 
in my name you ask me for anything, I will do it. 15 "If you love me, you will keep 
my commandments. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another 
Advocate, to be with you forever. 17 This is the Spirit of truth, whom the world 
cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him. You know him, 
because he abides with you, and he will be in you. 25 "I have said these things to 
you while I am still with you. 26 But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the 
Father will send in my name, will teach you everything, and remind you of all that 
I have said to you. 27 Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give 
to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them 
be afraid. (NRSV) 



Lessons for May 30th, 2010 – The Holy Trinity 

First Lesson – Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31 

1 Does not wisdom call, and does not understanding raise her voice? 2 On the 
heights, beside the way, at the crossroads she takes her stand; 3 beside the gates in 
front of the town, at the entrance of the portals she cries out: 4 "To you, O people, I 
call, and my cry is to all that live. 22 The LORD created me at the beginning of his 
work, the first of his acts of long ago. 23 Ages ago I was set up, at the first, before 
the beginning of the earth. 24 When there were no depths I was brought forth, 
when there were no springs abounding with water. 25 Before the mountains had 
been shaped, before the hills, I was brought forth— 26 when he had not yet made 
earth and fields, or the world's first bits of soil. 27 When he established the 
heavens, I was there, when he drew a circle on the face of the deep, 28 when he 
made firm the skies above, when he established the fountains of the deep, 29 when 
he assigned to the sea its limit, so that the waters might not transgress his 
command, when he marked out the foundations of the earth, 30 then I was beside 
him, like a master worker; and I was daily his delight, rejoicing before him always, 
31 rejoicing in his inhabited world and delighting in the human race. (NRSV) 

Psalm 8 

1 O LORD, our Sovereign, how majestic is your name in all the earth!  
 You have set your glory above the heavens.  
2 Out of the mouths of babes and infants you have founded a bulwark because of 
your foes,  
 to silence the enemy and the avenger.  
3 When I look at your heavens, the work of your fingers,  
 the moon and the stars that you have established;  
4 what are human beings that you are mindful of them,  
 mortals that you care for them?  
5 Yet you have made them a little lower than God,  
 and crowned them with glory and honor.  
6 You have given them dominion over the works of your hands;  
 you have put all things under their feet,  
7 all sheep and oxen,  
 and also the beasts of the field,  
8 the birds of the air, and the fish of the sea,  
 whatever passes along the paths of the seas.  
9 O LORD, our Sovereign,  
 how majestic is your name in all the earth!  



Second Lesson – Romans 5:1-5 

1 Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through our 
Lord Jesus Christ, 2 through whom we have obtained access to this grace in which 
we stand; and we boast in our hope of sharing the glory of God. 3 And not only 
that, but we also boast in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces 
endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, 5 and 
hope does not disappoint us, because God's love has been poured into our hearts 
through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us. (NRSV) 

 

The Gospel – John 16:12-15 

12 "I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. 13 When 
the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak 
on his own, but will speak whatever he hears, and he will declare to you the things 
that are to come. 14 He will glorify me, because he will take what is mine and 
declare it to you.
