We trained for 
such emergencies here at Emanuel nine years ago but the 
Moose stayed current.  Like us, they’re planning to add a 
shower.  I told the Yelm police we were available but we 
didn’t have the lights and heat so no one was sent to us.

          I used to write in all regularly scheduled activities at the beginning of each  
     year.

Each group is 
responsible for cleaning up after themselves and making the space ready for the next group to use 
it. There is a cleaning list next to the building use contracts on the wall in the outer office.

       Have you had dinner with us on Tuesday? If not, you’re missing out on  

                        something special! We are serving up to 90 people each week and sending  
            food home with many for the next day. You don’t have to be homeless or  
            unable to provide for your family to come. Our guests enjoy company while  
            they eat; come join the fun! 

   Most of our food and supplies are donated by Faith Harvest Helpers and  
Crossroads, other supplies are left anonymously in the kitchen, and sometimes the cooks provide 
extra ingredients needed. There are still expenses for us though, and Faith Harvest Helpers has a 
large gas bill each month. If you wish to help defray expenses there is a box for donations in the 
kitchen. Any money donated will be split between Faith Harvest Helpers and our needs. 
    We always need people to help cook, serve, and clean up after the dinners. Our goal is to have a 
couple of teams of people so we can rotate who is helping each week.  There is a job for everyone- 
young to older. We appreciate all the help we can get!  Sign up in advance, talk to Keri or Kathy S, 
or just show up ready to help 
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    Being unified in the Spirit is a blessed thing to experience. People are healed, broken relationships mended,  
a broader understanding of just how capable God really is in a body of believers. While we were stationed in 
Cheyenne, Wyoming, I got to witness it firsthand. 
    I was crying out to the Lord for more of Him, that I needed renewed life. The Lord led my family to a church 
we had never heard of before but many of our homeschooling friends were attending; Calvary Chapel. My 
husband was getting ready to go on a temporary duty assignment the day I made my first appearance at Calvary. 
It was in a very small, old elementary school cafeteria and the place was filled with about 35-40 people. I felt so 
dried up inside, but when I walked into the service and started worshiping, there was a sense of refreshing, like 
drinking a tall glass of cold, pure water.   
    Because of the heartfelt worship and Pastor Ron’s teaching so full of the Holy Spirit, it didn’t take long before 
we were out of the old school and into another building with more room. We finally ended up renting a large 
Seventh-Day Adventist church that served us well until the groundwork of a permanent church building was 
started. During a service, Pastor Ron explained to the congregation that since Calvary Chapel as a whole doesn’t 
have a formal council or membership, the pastors are directed to pray according to scripture, asking the Lord 
whom He would like to come alongside them. Over time, the Lord added two elders and five deacons.  Prayer in 
unity was their goal, no matter how small or large the issue. Even if one disagreed, the decision would be put on 
hold for more prayer for God’s guidance.  
    While attending Calvary and experiencing this unity, there was both a greater depth to our worship and the 
deliverance of the sermon which, in turn, created an atmosphere that brought a fuller presence of the Spirit,  
a longing for more. This resulted in an attitude of wanting to share the Good News with others and invite them 
to church. 
    So when a plot of land was found by Pastor Ron, he, the elders and the deacons went to the property and 
prayed for God’s blessing. All the men were in agreement. (Of course, Pastor Ron has moved on but this legacy 
of praying in unity still remains.) 
    There will always be differences among God’s people because of our personalities, upbringings, church 
beliefs, and so on. But one thing we all have in common and that’s our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. He is to be 
our true focus. When that is realized, unity will be found. Then you need to watch out. God will be on the move!

El Shaddai:“God Almighty.” The derivation is uncertain. Some think it stresses God’s loving supply and 
comfort; others His power as the Almighty one standing on a mountain and who corrects and chastens 
(Gen. 17:1; 28:3; 35:11; Ex. 6:1; Ps. 91:1, 2). 
El Elyon: “The Most High God.” Stresses God’s strength, sovereignty, and supremacy (Gen. 14:19; Ps. 
9:2; Dan. 7:18, 22, 25). 
Yahweh Shalom:“The Lord is Peace.” Points to the Lord as the means of our peace and rest (Jud. 6:24). 
Yahweh Sabbaoth:“The Lord of Hosts.” A military figure portraying the Lord as the commander of the 
armies of heaven (1 Sam. 1:3; 17:45). 
Yahweh Ro’i : “The Lord my Shepherd.” Portrays the Lord as the Shepherd who cares for His people as a 
shepherd cares for the sheep of his pasture (Ps. 23:1). 
Adonai: Like Elohim, this too is a plural of majesty. The singular form means “master, owner.” Stresses 
man’s relationship to God as his master, authority, and provider (Gen. 18:2; 40:1; 1 Sam. 1:15; Ex. 21:1-6; 
Josh. 5:14).
