   Greetings Emanuel. GOD is AWSOME! On Jan 12
th
, we held our first 

council meeting of the new year. A sense of excitement filled the air as we 

began to plot Emanuelôs course for 2010. The best course of action for this 

memo to the congregation is to discuss the not-so-good news first. As stated 

in the annual report, Emanuel is currently behind by $10,000 in Pastor 

Collellôs board of pensions/insurance payments. We will contact the board of 

pensions soon to discuss a payment plan. We also need the assistance of the 

entire congregation to make up this deficit.  No, this deficit is not due to 

careless fiscal management, but the result of deciding which bills to pay first 

in times of decreased church contributions. That being said, I want to thank 

Jodie Vosse and Beth Gale for their tireless efforts to keep Emanuel going 

during our trying times.  We also discussed the sale of a portion of 

Emanuelôs property to help with our financial situation.  The area in question 

is the fenced-in area between the portables and the parking lot behind the 

restaurant.    We are currently seeking information only at this time as to the 

value and the cost to sell this property. Of course, the council alone cannot 

make this decision; it must be agreed upon by a voting majority of 

FEB.

Emanuelôs membership. The sale of this portion of our property could come close to, if not eliminate the 

balance owed on our mortgage. Questions have been brought forward regarding a possible future 

expansion of Emanuel, and how the sale of the property may affect expansion. All of these issues will be 

taken into consideration prior to submitting a proposal to the congregation. 

   Now, on to the good news.  Keri May is diligently learning about stewardship. In the near future, she 

will be creating a viable stewardship program for Emanuel. What is stewardship? Stewardship in a 

Christian context refers to the responsibility that Christians have in maintaining and using wisely the gifts 

that God has bestowed. The first example of stewardship in the bible comes from Gen. 2:15:  ñThe LORD 

God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to till it and keep it.ò Stewardship is the responsibility 

of all members of Emanuel; to maintain our congregation, our church family, and our building; all are gifts 

which God has graciously bestowed on us. 

   We also discussed conducting a combined service and potluck fellowship on the ñfifthò Sundays this 

year.  Those dates are May 30
th
, Aug. 29

th
, and Oct 31

st
.  January 31

st
 was also discussed; however, I felt 

that would not be enough notice to the congregation.  I was a bit troubled myself to see people of our 

congregation whom I had never been in contact with before.  My family traditionally attends the 11:00 am 

service, and rarely has much interaction with members who attend the 8:30 am service.  This combined 

service will give all of us a chance for fellowship with all members of the congregation.  This situation was 

all too evident this past Sunday when a person looking for the right church observed the meeting of two 

Emanuel members.  They both attended different services, one for five years, and the other for over thirty.  

They had never met.  This situation seemed strange to the person looking in from the outside.  We are one 

congregation, one family, not two separate entities sharing one roof.  

   I was blessed to have been selected as your new council president, and ask that each and every one of us 

reflect on our tasks ahead in this new year.  Ask God for His guidance as to how you can best help 

Emanuel become a better place to worship, where others will feel welcome and want to come back. 

   Iôd also like to say a big ñThank-youò to the council members: Pastor Jerry, Conley Booth, Mike 

Matthews, Will Grimes, Cristina Slease, Justin Cerkowniak, Chet Morrish, Keri May, Marjan Morrish, and

Prayer is way for us to communicate with God. He wants to answer our prayers, but that doesn't mean we are 

going to get what we request. Like a father who gives his child a piece of fruit when she asked for candy, our 

Father knows what is best for us. Sometimes our behavior gets in the way of God's blessing as well. Financial 

blessing may not be given to someone who is still cheating on his taxes. God wants to answer us, but many times 

we need to answer Him first.  

A W C I  P A 

These six letters are a model of how we should pray to God. Pastor Miles suggested coming to our prayer time 

ready with a pen and paper so that we can write down what God tells us. 

A - Admire and thank God.  

I will praise You, o Lord, with my whole heart; I will tell of all Your marvelous works. Psalm 9:1 

Admiration of God is a recurring theme throughout the Bible. How many times does God make it perfectly clear 

that we should put nothing before Him? How many times have people died and kingdoms fallen due to the 

worship of other gods? First we must be thankful for all the gifts that God has given us. Though times can be 

miserable, there are still reasons to be thankful. For example, you are reading this, which means you have access 

to the internet and your eyes work. A lot of the population of the world can't claim that. 

W - Wait on the Lord. 

Wait on the Lord; be of good courage, and He shall strengthen your heart; wait, I say, on the Lord! Psalm 27:14 

Waiting is often difficult for us, but God demands it. We have to remember who are Father is and that His timing 

is perfect. Right now I have a 14-year old daughter who wants to drive, but I know she isn't ready for it. God 

knows us and He knows when we need wait, learn to be patient, and build our trust in Him. 

C - Confess your sin. 

For as the heavens are high above the earth, so great is His mercy toward those who fear Him. Psalm 103:11 

If we are to fear and honor the Lord, we have to confess our sins. If you as a parent saw your child steal a candy 

bar while shopping, you would have your child confess to the crime in order to learn from the experience. If the 

child never admits to the wrongdoing, nothing is learned. Punishment may ensue, but later this becomes a 

building block to establishing trust between the father and the child. We are the same way. God knows our sin, 

but He desires for us to confess it in order to experience change and trust in Him. 

I - Intercede for other people. 

You think confessing your sin is hard? Try praying for your enemies. It is not difficult to pray for God to protect 

our family, help our friends, and the like. But Miles pointed out that we should pray for everyone. 

Say you have an ex-boss who lied on your taxes, leaving you with a substantial bill to the IRS. Praying for that 

person is extremely hard to do, as the situation would usually leave you with feelings of hatred rather than 

kindness. Yet that is exactly what God asks of us - to pray for our enemies. Just because you pray for someone, 

that doesn't mean you need to associate with him or trust him. But let's face it, our enemies need prayer, just as 

our friends and loved ones do! 

P - Petition God for yourself. 

Finally we arrive at the place where we pray for ourselves. But did you notice all that we had to go through to get 

here? There is a reason for it. Waiting, confessing and interceding has brought out what is truly important in our 

lives; now we can be more focused. Pastor Miles encouraged us to pray big! God wants us to do magnificent 

things so that we can again admire Him, give Him all the credit, and declare to the world how great our God is. 

A - Admire and thank God. 

Yes, we need to do it again. Doesn't He deserve it? He has created everything beautiful in our lives. He loves us 

and wants us to love Him in return. Let's thank Him for creating prayer, too, that we can communicate with our 

wonderful, powerful, holy God.

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 Do you have a desire to draw closer to the Lord but not sure what to do? Have you considered fasting?  
 

What is Fasting? by Miles McPherson, The Rock Church, 9/21/2008 message 
 

Fasting means to voluntarily abstain from eating and/or drinking for an extended period of time. We can fast from 

food or drink, or from other things such as T.V., fast food, chocolate, or anything we want to give up temporarily. 

Fasting is designed to separate us from our perceived life support so that we may focus exclusively on the Lord, 

our actual life support. The reason fasting from food is the norm is to remind us that we don't need anything - even 

food; we only need the Lord. Food is the one thing that will give us "attitude" if we don't receive it. 
 

Fasting Goal: To have a personal encounter with the living God. ñHe must increase and we must decrease.ò  

John 3:30 
 

Guidelines for preparation: 1) Prepare your heart; 2) Consult a physician for any physical conditions that may 

cause harm by abstaining from foods for long periods of time; 3) If you have never fasted for any length of time, 

you must work up to a longer fast; 4) Prepare your motives, why are you doing this?; 5) Establish spiritual goals; 

6) Prepare your schedule, plan ahead to allow time with the Lord. 
 

Final tips on fasting: Avoid people as much as possible; avoid meals with groups of people; spend as much  

time alone in prayer and solitude; explain to your family in advance what you're doing so they understand and  

can help you; request privacy from those who do find out about your fast; ask them not to discuss it until your  

fast is over.
