THE THREE LEGS OF 
COMPASSION might surprise you:  
Gentleness, Fierce-ness, and 
Mischievous!  When someone’s hurting 
and frightened, being gentle with them is 
the compassionate response.  The 
compassionate response to the one doing 
the frightening is a fierce “No!”  Gentle 
words are heard by a bully as weakness.  
The compassionate response in a 
rebellious setting is mischievous—
fierceness just makes them dig in where a 
parable invites them to think.  Jesus  

said “be as shrewd as snakes and as innocent as doves…” and he used parables a lot.  Are 
we that rebellious? Sadly, I am. And I noticed that last year we used a lot of fierce rhetoric 
between us, sometimes making “asps” of ourselves and wounding others.  And it’s 
contagious and invites escalation.  I’m still sorting out my clos- 
ing prayer at the Community Christmas Concert—necessary  
prophetic confrontation or inappropriate venomous rudeness, or  
some of both… The people became irritable and cross as they trav- 
eled... So GOD sent poisonous snakes among the people; they bit them 
 and many in Israel died. The people came to Moses and said, "We  
sinned when we spoke out against GOD and you. Pray to GOD; ask  
him to take these snakes from us…"  Moses prayed for the people… 8 GOD said to Moses,  
"Make a snake and put it on a flagpole: Whoever is bitten and looks at it will live.” So Moses 
made a snake of fiery copper and put it on top of a flagpole. Anyone bitten by a snake who then 
looked at the copper snake lived.�Numbers 21.  The symbol of healing for a physician, Christ 
on a cross for us.  But the power’s not in the symbol but the relationship, the obedience, 
the looking away from our complaints and up to God:  if things aren’t looking up, perhaps 
we should be!  Take our economic situation, for instance.  We’ve tried every manner of 
fund raising activity this last year with lots of creative energy expended.  Sometimes these 
led to an enjoyably, cooperative spirit but in the end, we have exchanges of aggravated e-
mails and frustration.  Perhaps it’s time to look up—to God’s principles of stewardship.  
We have just such an opportunity called CROWN Ministries, a ten-week seminar that can 
lead us to debt-free living by following biblical principles.  Simon Lee and I have set up 
an introductory meeting at church at 3:45pm Sunday, January 17th.  I don’t expect instant 
healing but feels providential, it feels right.  A new direction for the new year! PJC

   I pray that your New Year will be a happy one! Let us boldly meet the new challenges that 
will come our way, and learn to allow God to use us in serving our community. 
 
The Women of ELCA would like to present to the Emanuel church body with a woodcut 
interpretation of Luther’s Rose sculpted by Dusty of Rustic Barn Creations. 
 

    The Luther seal or Luther rose is a widely-recognized symbol                      
     for Lutheranism. It was the seal that was designed for Martin Luther  at the   
     behest of Prince John Frederick, in 1530, while Luther was staying at the     
     Coburg Fortress during the Diet of Augsburg. Lazarus Spengler, to whom  
     Luther wrote his interpretation below, sent Luther a drawing of this seal.    
     Luther  saw it as a compendium or expression of his theology and faith, 

which he used to authorize his correspondence. Luther informed Philipp Melanchthon on 
September 15, 1530 that the Prince had personally visited him in the Coburg fortress and 
presented him with a signet ring, presumably displaying the seal. In a July 8, 1530 letter to 
Lazarus Spengler, Luther interprets his seal: and peace from the Lord. As you desire to know 
whether my painted seal, which you sent to me, has hit the mark, I shall answer most amiably 
and tell you my original thoughts and reason about why my seal is a symbol of my theology. 
The first should be a black cross in a heart, which retains its natural color, so that I myself 
would be reminded that faith in the Crucified saves us. "For one who believes from the heart 
will be justified" (Rom. 10:10). Although it is indeed a black cross, which mortifies and which 
should also cause pain, it leaves the heart in its natural color. It does not corrupt nature, that is, 
it does not kill but keeps alive. "The just shall live by faith" (Rom. 1:17) but by faith in the 
crucified. Such a heart should stand in the middle of a white rose, to show that faith gives joy, 
comfort, and peace. In other words, it places the believer into a white, joyous rose, for this 
faith does not give peace and joy like the world gives (John 14:27). That is why the rose should 
be white and not red, for white is the color of the spirits and the angels (cf. Matt. 28:3; John 
20:12). Such a rose should stand in a sky-blue field, symbolizing that such joy in spirit and 
faith is a beginning of the heavenly future joy, which begins already, but is grasped in hope, 
not yet revealed. And around this field is a golden ring, symbolizing that such blessedness in 
Heaven lasts forever and has no end. Such blessedness is exquisite, beyond all joy and goods, 
just as gold is the most valuable, most precious and best metal. This is my compendium 
theologiae [summary of theology]. I have wanted to show it to you in good friendship, hoping 
for your appreciation. May Christ, our beloved Lord, be with your spirit until the life hereafter.
